WHISKY
The main difference between scotch and whisky is 
geographic, but also ingredients and spellings. Scotch is 
whisky made in Scotland, while bourbon is whiskey made in 
the U.S.A, generally Kentucky. Scotch is made mostly from 
malted barley, while bourbon is distilled from corn. If you’re 
in England and ask for a whisky, you’ll get Scotch. But in 
Ireland, you’ll get Irish whiskey.

BOURBON
The Federal Standards of Identity for Bourbon stipulate what 
is and what isn’t bourbon. For a whiskey to call itself 
bourbon, its mash, the mixture of grains from which the 
product is distilled, must contain at least 51% corn. The mash 
must be distilled at 160 proof or less, put into the barrel at 
125 proof or less, and it must not contain any additives. The 
distillate must be aged in a new charred oak barrel. 

WHISKEY
Whether it is whisky or whiskey has been the basis of many 
arguments over many years. The Scots spell it whisky and 
the Irish spell it whiskey, with an extra ‘e’. This difference in 
the spelling comes from the translations of the word from 
the Scottish and Irish Gaelic forms. Whiskey with the extra 
‘e’ is also used when referring to American whiskies. This ‘e’ 
was taken to the United States by the Irish immigrants in the 
1700s and has been used ever since. Scotland, Ireland and 
America all have a rich heritage in the whisky industry.
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
